What we do in Ethiopia . . .
We rescue kids from the streets and bring them to our 
Assessment Centre where our Christian staff share 
the love of Christ with them. Our psychologists, social 
workers and carers assess their requirements and help 
them to get their lives back on track. 
Where possible we reunite children with family 
members. Those who are found to be orphans are  
welcomed into one of our Group Homes, which 
replicate as closely as possible a family home, 
complete with live-in house-mums.
Our most recent project is the Hope365 Academy 
which educates up to 400  of the poorest and most 
vulnerable boys and girls in the region, including 
reunited Street Kids.

We raise funds in N. Ireland in a variety of ways 
including our own brand of Charity Shops, which 
invite customers to join the Reuse Revolution. We 
try to replicate the best shopping experience found 
in conventional stores. We also offer fundraising 
support for individuals or organisations who wish to 
fundraise on our behalf.
